A week or so ago, we celebrated Pentecost Sunday, a day in the church year that commemorates
the great events of Acts 2 when tongues of fire descended upon the apostles and the Holy Spirit
was poured out on ordinary men and women.

Pentecost was originally an ancient Jewish festival call&ghavuot(or Feast of Weeks) that gave
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bestow his Spirit. The outpouring of the Spirit heralded the birth of the church and symbolized
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The season of Pentecost begins with Pentecost Sunday and continues until the first Sunday of

Advent (the period of time in which we celebrate the coming of Christ at Christmas). The season

of Pentecost is a time of praise, fellowship and spiritual renewal as we allow the Holy Spirit to

work in, through and among us.

While red is the color of Pentecost Sunday (reminding us of the tongues of fire that descended on
the disciples), green is the color of the Pentecost season. Green is a universal symbol of new life
and growth. For us as Christians, the color green symbolizes the hope of new life that we have in
the resurrection of Jesus Christ and the growth of our faith through the Holy Spirit. Thus, the
season of Pentecost is a special time for baptisms and confirmations as we celebrate the power
and prompting of the Holy Spirit in the lives of those who wish to come forward and confess their
faith.

At River Ridge, we will celebrate both baptism and confirmation on Sunday, Juneh13The high

school students that have been a part of the Faith and Life class will lead Sunday morning

worship. After the service, we will gather for cake to recognize their yedong exploration of the
Christian faith and how it relates to our daily lives. Then, we will gather at Lowell and Dacia
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community!

During this season of Pentecost, | encourage each one of you to be open to the work of the Spirit in
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fulfill his law, so he gave us the Holy Spirit to work in us, to transform us, renew us, sanctify us, so

that we can become wholly righteous before Goglbody, mind and soul.

Did you hear that brothers and sisters? God knew that we did not have the power to change on
our own! So free yourselves of the burden and the guilt of trying to become righteous! Instead,
allow the Spirit to wash over you. The more you surrender to the work of the Spirit, the more you
will see your very heart transformed to bear the image of Christ and overflow with the fruits of
the Spirit zZ love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentleness and self
control.

This is my prayer for all of you this seasog that you will see the power of the Holy Spirit at work
in you! May God bless you in your journey!
